Oxford NC Friday December 16, 1932 
FlIDeral for Former Resident of Oxford Held at Soldiers' Home Yesterday 

L.( orenzo) D( avis) Levister, an uncle of Frank Levister, of Oxford, marched into the sunset of death beaconed late 
Wednesday afternoon. Mr Levister made his home here for many years, but recently he had chosen to spend his last 
days in the home for Confederate veterans in Raleigh. 

Mt Levister was a battle-scarred veteran of three wars. He was 88 years of age last September l. He battled for the 
cause of the South for four years. He was wounded in action near Petersburg on the same day that Robert E. Lee 
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surrendered. 

During the entire Spanish American War he fought under the flag which he opposed 25 years earlier, being stationed 
in Cuba. In the World War I he served his country as training officer at Camp Sevier. 

Funeral services for Mr Levister who was a member of the West Oxford Baptist Church were held Thursday 
afternoon at 2:30 o'clock from the chapel of the Soldiers Home by Rev Ollie L. Riggs, pastor of the John T. Pullen 
Baptist Church. Interment took place in Oakwood Cemetery. 

His wife and two children preceded him to the grave years ago. Surviving him are a brother J. T. Levister of Augusta 
GA and several nieces and nephews. 

Editors note: Mr Leavister was born in Franklin County in 1844 according to his death certificate. One of his nieces 
was an aunt of the editor. She was the late Mrs Allie Leavister Currin of Stovall. Mr Leavister served on Co. F, 47th 
Regiment during the War Between the States. He was the son of George and Louisa Leavister.

A Fatal Funeral

Dropped Dead While Friend Was Buried. John Wilkins Came Near Falling in Qrave of Jim Mangum. Three Die 
Suddenly. 

While attending the burial of his farmer neighbor, John Wtlkins of the Knap of Reeds section of Granville County, 
dropped dead suddenly and his body narrowly adverted rolling into the open grave made for dead friend .. Jim 
Mangum had died suddenly on Friday in the section in which Mt Wilkins lived. The funeral obsequies around the 
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grave were being conducted when Mr Wilkins fell dead. He was 65 years old. 

The strange coincident is that his brother, Lewis Wilkins ofCreedmore, Granville County, had been taken by death 
in much the same manner a few weeks previously. He was washing his face preparatory to eating breakfast when he 
died before completing the task. 

The Wilkins brothers were in Durham where they had visited. Mrs Mala Tilley, of Durham is a daughter of John 
Wilkins, who fell dead at the open grave.

Frank N. W. Burton & Lavinia Murfree daughter ofCoes Hardy Murfree & Sally his wife married Feb 23rd 1814 
James M. Burton married 3rd time to Catherine Love daughter of Edward & Lucy Love August 1817 
James M. Burton married 4th time to Martha Gilbert June 22od 1824 
John W. Burton married to Susan P. Lyne daughter of Henry & Lucy Lyne Sept 22od 1819 
Horace A Burton married to Margaret Williams daughter of William & Elizabeth Williams June 2nd 1825 

Colonel Robert Burton (1747-1825) was a native of Mecklenburg County, Virginia, a son of Hutchings Burton and 
his wife Tabitha (Minge) Burton. He moved to Granville County, North Carolina and "At the beginning of the 
Revolution Burton became a lieutenant of Continental artillery. Afterwards he was quartermaster general of North 
Carolina with a rank of colonel He served as a member of council of state 1783 to 1785 and again during the period 
1800-1807 and 1813-15. He was president of the council in 1807, 1813, 1815. He was elected to the Continental 
Congress in 1785 but not seated until 1786.He was a planter and owned considerable land in North Carolina and 
several thousands of acres in Tennessee. 

In his last will and testament, dated J3I).uary 30, 1819, Colonel Robert Burton left one-half of Montpelier, the family 
plantation, several slaves, household firrnishings, carriage and livestock to his widow, Agatha. To his several 
children he left land and slaves, except for his son Frank Nash Williams Burton, whose maternal grandfather John 
Williams had left him a handsome patrimony. Several ofhis children were devised an interest in Montpelier, 
including his daughters Fanny IL And Eliza W. Burton. In a codicil dated September 19, 1822 Colonel Burton left 
land heretofore devised to his son, John Williams Burton but revoked to his sons Robert and Horace for them to hold 
in trust for the family of John William Burton, not subject to his debts. He also willed slaves to a grandson Robert 
Archibald Henry Burton, son of John W. Burton and Robert Edward Burton, so of James M. Burton. This will was 
probated in August 1825. (Granville County Will book 10, pages 47-49.

U.S. Draft "A Necessary Evil" March 3, 1863 

An act fur "emolliog and calling out the N atioml Forces" was signed into Jaw on March 3, 1863, by Presilent 
Abraham LlncoJn. lhl;, the first e:trective draft by the fuderal govemnent, called fur aD. mm between the ages of 
18 and 45 to be emolled into local militia mits and be available to be ca1bi into national service. 1be draft Jaw 
exe~ted men in some occupations, such as telegraph operators, raih:oad engineers, judges, and certain other 
govemncnt enployees. Men with mental d&bilities or with certain types of dependents were ako exenpted. 
Physical dMbilities that would exeIIJ>t a mm incbled i:rperJect wion in the right eye, Jack of front teeth and 
tro1ars, and Joss oftrore than one :finger of the right band or m>re than two fingers of the .left hand. 

The actual drafiing of the men was the responsiriJily of the states, which usually med a bttezy system When the 
government tisued a call fur Imre troops, each state would be given a quota to fill based on its popuJation. The 
ruiher of volunteers would be subtracted from the quota and the diOerence wou1d be drafted. If a draftee 
vobnteered bemre the final 1Ill.5ter, he avoided the stigrm of co1qndsory seMe and was eligi>Je to collect a 
bounty of $100 from the :fuderal govenncmt pb addili>nal bomties from the state and local comm.mities. In 
total, the bounties could exceed $500, whi;;h was about the average yearly wage in those days. States 
consilered it a nBtter of prile to :fill their quotas wh>U: ha.mg to resort to the draft. 

A draftee could gan an ex~tion by paying a :fue of$300 or by 1D:ing a substitute. The obvious inequity of 1his 
provmon proiq>ted the cry of "rich mm's war, but poormm's fight". A New Y orlcer rltyn:ed, "Since poverty has 
been our crire, we bow to the decree. We are the poor who have no wea.1th to purchase liberty." The bounty 
system ako made j>ossi>.le the emichrrent of a 1arge nurmer of unscrupuk>us persons called "bounty jwq>ers". 
TheSe nen would enlist to collect the bomty, then desert and amt somewhere else aid collect another bounty. 

F asdnating Fact: 1be record fur bouriy jurq>ing was held by John O'Connor. He admitted enJicrtEg and 
jun:ping 32 tines before being caught; he received a :i>ur-year prison tenn
